Course goal

The course aims to introduce students to the social constructs and patterns of femininity and masculinity in
different cultural contexts, from prehistory to modern society. One of the important issues for discussion is
gender asymmetry present in most cultures, which is reflected in power relations and assigned "natural" roles
in the public and private life spheres. Gender roles will also be analysed in light of neoliberal and neocolonial
ideologies.

- critically examine and conceptualize notions of of gender, sex, gender identities, femininity and masculinity
- understand and apply theories of gender

- understand the intersections of race, class, gender and age, as they intersect with the family, education
systems, workplaces, romantic relationships and friendships.

- use sociological theories of gender to address various forms of gender-based violence.

- critically analyze social, political and cultural norms through gender lenses.
